AP English III Argumentative Process Paper I

Our next process paper will be an argument essay. This is one of the major types of writing expected in the AP curriculum.  This type of essay will be tested on the AP English Language and Composition Exam and the SAT written portion (in a timed form).  

Each part of our writing process will be graded, so make sure that you are completing every writing activity. You will receive 2 daily grades for the process and 1 major grade for the final draft (please see back of this sheet for rubric).

Step #1:  Pre-Writing using Fortune Cookie Aphorisms:  pick three strips.  Go through the following questions with each strip:
· Do you agree, disagree, or can see both sides of this saying?

· Is this saying always true?  What are the exceptions to the rule?

· Is this an idealistic, or realistic argument? Why?

· What are some concrete details that go with this saying? (History, Literature, Current Events, Pop Culture)

· Do you have a personal connection to this saying (anecdote?)

Step #2:  Draft I choose one saying to draft an argument.  Follow this format for you first draft:
Introduction

Warrant #1:  include at least 2 or more concrete details

Warrant #2:  include at least 2 or more concrete details

Warrant #3:  include at least 2 or more concrete details

Conclusion

Step #3:  Revision process application:  “Writing Exercises” All revisions are required to appear on a separate sheet of paper to receive credit. 
· Create a “progression” of an argument using paragraph modes:  cause and effect; classification and division, process analysis, extended definition.

· Revise Intro into a “Lead”

· Develop transitional paragraphs and paragraph blocks

· Add another warrant

· Change conclusion to “Concluding Section”

· Vary topic sentences

· Add syntax, incongruity, and figurative language revisions (see additional hand-out)

Step #4:  Typed Draft II:  Add additional elements from revision writing exercises to develop a new draft
Step #5:  Editing Process

· Pronoun revision

· Commas

· Verbs
