This process paper will be a rhetorical analysis essay. This is one of the major types of writing expected in the AP curriculum.  This type of essay will be tested on the AP English Language and Composition Exam.
Each part of our writing process will be graded, so make sure that you are completing every writing activity. You will receive daily grades for the process and 1 major grade for the final draft.

Step #1:  Pre-Writing:  annotate your selection for claims, warrants, strategies and affects
Step #2:  Timed Write Draft #1 on Monday October 6 in class
Step #3:  Revision process application:  All revisions are required to appear on this draft or on a separate sheet of paper to receive credit. All revision exercises will be posted online at www.spiritofenglish.weebly.com.  There will not be a handout.
· Draft a new lead/introduction and conclusion
· Addition of warrant paragraphs (4 in all)
· Revise syntax structures with action verbs
· Addition of transitional elements and transitional paragraphs (2)

· Add additional affects (such as imagery, claim on our belief system, underlying assumptions, relevance/effectiveness…)

· Revise topic sentences
