· Scan to see that all 4 larger warrant paragraphs have 2 quotes and at least 2 affects per strategy.  

· Does the student have at least 2 transitional paragraphs? 

· Read the Introduction.  Are there smooth transitions between the lead and the information about the speaker/speech?  Is the thesis clear/not awkward?
Peer II. 

· Read the 4 warrant paragraphs and Mark 
“vague” statements with the word “vague”. 

Make sure all quotes are “integrated”.  

· Mark any other noticeable grammar errors.
· Check verb tense
Self Edit
· Circle all verbs. Use action verbs. Verb tense.
(is there a better verb you can use?) Add some 
adverbs.
