Parallel Structure:  when a phrase or sentence mimics the syntax of a previous phrase or sentence:

Tramping and trailing with the Girl Scouts was more like Sulking and Wailing with the Girl Scouts.

We came. We saw. We conquered

Sensory Images:  Images created to illicit the 5 senses: 

Sight

Smell

Touch

Hearing

Taste

Types of writing modes/ structures:

· Cause and Effect

· Compare and Contrast

· Extended Definition

· Anecdote/Narrative 

· Description 

· Exemplification (Examples)

· Classification and Division (types of, categories of, classifications of, kinds) 

Hyperbole:  exaggeration

I’ve told you a million times!!

Litote or Understatement:

Understating the truth (often is sarcastic)
Michael Jackson was a bit odd.

Simple Sentence:  sentence only containing a subject and a verb:
Michael yelled.

Mother cried.

Sentence Structure and punctuation

Polysyndeton :  the overuse of conjunctions

Ex:  and, and, and,

but, but, but, but

Red and white and yellow and green and red.

Asyndeton – use of a list that doesn’t use conjunctions:

Red, white, blue, yellow, green.

Antithesis:  use of direct oppositesGlenda the Good Witch/Wicked Witch of the West
Metaphor  direct comparison used as description or as a symbol

The lake is glass.

Epistrophe:  sentences ending in the same word.

She lived for beauty. He died for beauty.

Anaphora: Sentences which begin with the same word or phrase.

Keep still mothers.

Keep still and trust.

Diction: choice of words (include type of)
Connotation: figurative meaning of a word/impression a word creates
Juxtaposition:
Placing unlikely items/words together for symbolic or connotative  reasons

Ice cream store/jail

Metonymy: description of the word to substitute for the word

Great Emanicpator
Simile:  comparison using like or as
Ex:  The Lake was smooth as glass

Begging the Question:

· Asking a question over and over expecting a different answer

· Making a point over and over thinking you’ll change their minds.
Claim:  an argument presented

English is the best subject!

Warrant:  reason why a claim is valid. What warrants your claim?

English is the best subject because we can read wonderful new stories and books.
Pathos: Emotional Appeal: making your audience emotionally connected to your argument through rhetorical strategies. 
Ethos: Ethical Appeal:  proving the validity of the speaker

Logos: Logical Appeal: using facts/data and proven evidence
Alliteration- the repetition of initial consonant sounds

She sells sea shells by the sea shore.

Paradox:  something that is true even though it sounds impossible.

A glacier grows by melting.  It has to die to live.

Logos:  Logical appeal.  Use of statistics, logic, facts
Chiasm – the inversion of content in a sentence upon one word:

Ask not what your country can do for you, but what you can do for your country.
Anadiplosis:  When the last word of a sentence or phrase is the first word of the next sentence or phrase

 A look becomes attraction.  Attraction becomes a crush.
