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Rhetorical Analysis Process Paper Drafting Revision Exercises
Step 1:  Create a new shorter analysis paragraph about the title, OR introduction of the speech
· What does the title do?  What purpose does it suggest?

· What is the function of the opening paragraph (or paragraphs)?  What claim on our attention or beliefs does it make?
Step 2: Create a new paragraph about a repeated element 
in the work (theme, symbol, strategy, image, metaphor, reference…)
Step 3:  Create a transitional paragraph discussing a tonal shift. 
· When and where does the tone shift and for what reason?
Step 4:  Create a new short paragraph describing an image 
created by the speaker.  This paragraph may or may not have quotes.
Step 5:  Create new or additional commentary.  How does the argument/purpose progress (add at least 6 of the following with text support):

· Which parts are logical or fallacious? Does the speaker expose fallacy?
· Underlying assumption, inference, implication….
· What ideas are challenged or refuted by the speaker?
· What ideas are universal? Are aphorisms used?  
· Are these ideas still relevant? Why?

· What has time or history proven to be true about this topic?

· Are ideas Realistic or Idealistic?

· What ideas are concrete and what ideas or abstract?

· Is there a literal and figurative meaning of a focused idea, or word?

· Does the use of a type of paragraph structure complement the argument?

· Does the organizational structure build to a climax and how? 

· Connotations of words:  any “loaded words”, understatements, or hyperboles? 
· Is there any incongruity?  Antithesis, Paradox, Irony, Sarcasm, Satire, Juxtaposition, Oxymoron, Fallacy?

· What is the conclusion or solution? Is it valid?
Step 6: Write 2 options for leads for the introduction
Step 7:  Revise your syntax patterns:  choose 2 commentaries to change the order of syntax patterns
