Otherwise you will annotate using post it notes in the book provided
Chapter 2:  Where I Lived and What I Lived For

Read and annotate from the paragraph beginning “We must learn to reawaken, and keep ourselves awake” to the end.  Rhetorical Analysis
Chapter 5: Solitude

Read and annotate from the paragraph beginning “There is commonly sufficient space about us…” to the end of the paragraph beginning  “I have heard of a man lost in the woods…”  Argument
Chapter 6:  Visitors
Read the beginning of the chapter to the end of the paragraph beginning:  “One inconvenience I sometimes experienced…” Rhetorical Analysis
Chapter 18:  Conclusion

Read “I learned this, at least, by my experience…” to the end of the paragraph beginning “However mean your life is, meet it and live it”.  Argument
